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A case of Wilms’ tumor with spinal cord involvement
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Abstract


Wilms’ tumor is the most common renal tumor of childhood. However, spinal cord involvement has rarely been reported in children with Wilms’ tumor. In this article, we report a 5-year-old boy with Wilms’ tumor who had the unusual presentation of spinal cord involvement.
