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Isolated unilateral palatal palsy in an adolescent
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Abstract
We report on a 16-year-old boy who presented with an acute onset of rhinolalia, unilateral palatal paralysis and fluid regurgitation via the ipsilateral nostril compatible with isolated glossopahryngeal nerve palsy.
